DESCRIPTION

The Salsco Bale Wrapper is a simple, inexpensive alternative to bale wrappers
costing several thousand dollars more. We went back to basics with this one and
built from there. Our 3-point hitch standard model will wrap 4' or 5' wide bales.
We have the best of both worlds with Dual Drive Rolls and 4 Bra Belts to hold
loose bales up and keep them from sagging. Part of the standard package on all
units is a Counter, which counts the number of wraps. This feature adds consis-
tency and saves on the cost of plastic. We have either open or closed hydraulic
valves available so that we can connect with any hydraulic feed source which will
supply 7 G.P.M. or above.

Our list of options fit, as always, even the first machines we've built, allowing a
customer to add to his machine and build as he chooses. We have, as an option,
Wheels and a Tow Hitch which allow the customer to move the bale wrapper with
any tow vehicle. Our Power Pack option allows the customer to tow the bale
wrapper with an old pick up truck to the field, or to where you're going to store
wrapped bales. Pull the rope on the 5 h.p. Briggs & Stratton or 5.5 h.p. Honda
engine and this self contained bale wrapper is ready for work, freeing up your 60 -
80 h.p. tractor which would normally be used to move the bale wrapper. Other
options include a Lift Arm and Cut and Tie setup, complete with Hitch, Large Tires
and Jack Stand. This unit allows the operator to go to the field, pick up and wrap
bales from beginning to end, without leaving the tractor.

The heart of any bale wrapper is the Pre-Tensioner. Our Pre-Tensioner is fully
mechanical and will stretch the plastic wrap a full 50%. Unlike some others on the
market, our stretching takes place between the last two rolls and is exact! Whether
you start with a new roll of film or it's the last 50' of film, you can count on the
Salsco Pre-Tensioner. Also available as an option, is a fully mechanical 30" Pre-
Tensioner.

Whatever your operation and preferences for wrapping high quality baleage, Salsco
has the answer. Built to last with 1/2" steel plate and 1/2" square tubing, this unit
will not bend or twist while wrapping the heaviest of bales. Powder coated baked
enamel paint, withstands even the harshest conditions. The Salsco Bale Wrapper
will perform efficiently and trouble free for many years to come, giving the farmer
a piece of equipment which will benefit his or her operation and increase profit
dollars.

MAINTENANCE & OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Econo Wrap owners (Maintenance & Operating procedures are the same as for 3-Point Hitch Model)

3- POINT HITCH MODEL - (Maintenance)

]

Grease turntable weekly. Remove cover on center tube, below bra belts and grease bearing. Also
check bevel gears, at this time, for end-play and grease them with open gear lubrication.

NOTE: Should this bearing need to be replaced for any reason, it should be roll pinned as it was from
the factory.

Grease four bearing ends of large table rolls weekly.
Check chain adjustment on chains under butterfly guard daily.
NOTE: Tip dump table and look under guard to see if chains are loose. If they are, remove guard and

adjust before wrapping.

Check turn table chain for adjustment, at the same time.

3- POINT HITCH MODEL - (Operation)

Ed

READ THIS MANUAL!

Check your tractor manual to see if tractor hydraulics are compatible with wrapper. (Closed or open).
HINT: Should you allow someone to borrow your wrapper, be sure to check this. The Salsco wrapper
is available either way. Connect 3-point hitch and hydraulic hoses to tractor.

Move wrapper to wrapping location. HINT: This should be where you plan to store bales. It is a lot
easier to move unwrapped bales rather than wrapped bales. Wrapped bales should be handled as little

as possible to prevent damage to plastic. Wrapping area should be as level and dry as possible.

Set unit down firmly on dry, flat ground, for easier and safer wrapping.

Pivot pre-tensioner bracket out to the operation position and lock securely with bolts and pins provided.

To set this machine for 4' or 5' width bales, move wheel side bumpers in or out as required to achieve 4'
or 5' dimension. Bra belts can also be adjusted.

Before placing a bale on the wrapper, get familiar with the operation of the control valves. CAU-
TION: Keep everyone clear while you're learning the operation of this unit. Move hydraulic
lever marked WRAP, slowly towards you. When you feel comfortable with the lever, you are ready to
wrap. NOTE: Units are set so that you cannot go in reverse direction. Going in reverse, can cause
serious damage to this unit.

DO NOT OPERATE THIS EQUIPMENT BEFORE READING THIS MANUAL!
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MAINTENANCE & OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS (Cont.)

Place bale on wrapper, put film on the pre-tensioner. (See pre-tensioner instruction section for informa-
tion on pre-tensioner)

Pull film through pre-tensioner following diagram in this manual and tie to bale.
Rotate bale slowly once, and stop. If film is not in center of bale, raise or lower pre-tensioner to suit.

Pull handle and rotate bale counter clockwise until there's one layer of plastic covering the bale. STOP!
Check the counter to see what number is displayed. EXAMPLE: Number 12 is showing. You should
then wrap till the number 24 or 25 is showing. This would give you double coverage, or 4 layers of film.
HINT: Put at least 2 layers of film on the bale. Depending on the length of storage time you are trying to
achieve, it may be advisable to put on 3 layers of plastic.

When bale is wrapped to your specifications, slow down wrap process. Put your finger into the film and

make a hole. This will cause the film to break and you can now stuff the end of the plastic into a seam on
the bale.

Stop rotation of the bale in the dump position. HINT: Do not come to stop position suddenly. Start to
slow rotation down on last 2-3 wraps. Dump position is with the table facing squarely to the rear of the
machine. Slowly move the hydraulic valve marked dump. CAUTION: Make sure no one is in the
dumping area or near the wrapper when you are ready to dump.

You are now ready to wrap another bale. You're tractor should be waiting there with another bale. You
now know what number of wraps suits your operation and your whole procedure should take only about
45 - 60 seconds per bale. HINT: When storing bales, stack them on end, two high. They will hold their
shape better, and take up less room. Again, after wrapping is done, visually inspect bales. Should there
be any rips or holes, now is the time to repair them with tape.,

3-POINT HITCH WITH POWER PACK - (Maintenance)

*

Maintenance procedures are the same for the power pack unit as for the 3-point hitch model, with the
following additions:

Check engine manual and follow manufacturers maintenance and operating procedures.

Check hydraulic oil monthly and change yearly. Fill tank to 4" below top and use good quality, non-
detergent AW-32 weight oil. Be sure to fill the hydraulic filter with oil, before installing a new one.
Hydraulic filter should be replaced once every 6 months.

NEVER OPERATE UNIT WITHOUT GUARDS IN PLACE
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MAINTENANCE & OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS (Cont.)
3-POINT HITCH WITH POWER PACK - (Operation)

* Operation of this unit is the same as for the 3-point hitch unit. The only difference with a power pack is
that the power pack takes the place of the tractor hydraulics. HINT: Run engine at 1/2 throttle. No more
is necessary and this will prolong the life of the engine.

* Rotate table a couple of times. Be sure air is out of hydraulic system. You are now ready to wrap.
3-POINT HITCH WITH POWER PACK AND TOWING PACKAGE - (Maintenance)

* Maintenance instructions are the same as listed for the 3-point hitch and power pack units with the follow-
ing additions:

* Wheel bearings should be greased every 6 months.

Grease fittings for wheel pivot assemblies, every 6 months.
3-POINT HITCH WITH POWER PACK AND TOWING PACKAGE - (Operation)

* Operation procedures are the same for the power pack and towing package unit as for the 3-point hitch and
power pack model, with the following additions:

* To lower machine for operation: CAUTION: NO ONE SHOULD BE AROUND OR NEAR UNIT
WHEN LOWERING MACHINE FOR OPERATION. Rotate table so that the butterfly guard is towards
the power pack and angle iron end will contact ground when table is dumped.

g Slowly move dump handle to dump position until angle iron engages ground and begins to raise bale
wrapper off the ground.

* Pull pin on wheel pivot assembly and rotate wheel brackets upward and reinstall pin securely. CAU-
TION: DO NOT TRUST MACHINES HYDRAULICS. NEVER GET UNDER UNIT OR ALLOW
ANYONE ELSE IN THE IMMEDIATE AREA WHILE YOU'RE PERFORMING THIS OPERA-
TION!

* Once you've raised both wheels, move hydraulic lever to tilt table back to the upright position and you will
see machine lower to operating position, close to the ground.

* To convert unit into transport mode, reverse procedure. AGAIN! CAUTION: DO NOT TRUST MA-
CHINES HYDRAULICS. NEVER GET UNDER UNIT OR ALLOW ANYONE ELSE IN THE
IMMEDIATE AREA WHILE YOU'RE PERFORMING THIS OPERATION! Tilt, raise machine,
lower wheels, pin them securely and put table back to upright position.

* Wheels are not over the road wheels and should not be towed at speeds in excess of 25 M.P.H.

Automatic Cut & Tie -

The only maintenance on the Cut and Tie is adjustment, as listed below, and light oil or W-D 40
sprayed from time to time on moving parts

* To adjust the cut and tie system, you must first go to the cutting assembly that grabs and cuts the plastic.
* Remove the pin from the clevis end of the cable on the grabber assembly.
* Manually squeeze the grabber closed. Watch the knife blades. Don't get your fingers in there. The

- blades should over lap each other with the straight edges closest to each other and the beveled edges
farthest away from each other.

* When you squeeze the grabber closed, the linkage should over center and lock. Change adjustable stop
if necessary. NOTE: If this procedure is done properly, you should be able to flip the pivoting lever

with one finger and this will open the grabber quickly and easily.

* Leave the grabber in the closed position and keep the clevis from contacting the lever during the next
section of adjustment. Remove if necessary.

* Rotate table till it's in the dump position. This is when the bale roll over bar is parallel with the breast
plate of the machine.

* Dump table slowly, as you would if there was a bale on the unit.
* Leave table in the dump position and turn off the tractor or power pack engine.

Look under the unit and you'll see where the roll has contacted the flipper plate on the machine and has
activated the cable to the grabber.

NEVER PERFORM ADJUSTMENT OR MAINTENANCE WITHOUT
DISCONNECTING AND DISABLING THE POWER SORCE
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MAINTENANCE & OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS (Cont.)

You may have. to adjust the cable mounting bracket so that the roll contacts the flipper plate.
Look at the cable end, up by the grabber.

Adjust the clevis and put the pin in. This position is the most the cable can move to close the grabber
hand.

Tilt table back to upright position and with one finger, flip lever and see if grabber opens. If not,
check over center stop or check cable for binding. If it works, you're ready to wrap a test bale.
NOTE: Rotate table slowly to be sure grabber unit doesn't hit the table or pre-tensioner. Adjust
grabber bracket if necessary.

Pull unit into bale so that the lift arm is under the bale. Raise lift arm slowly so bale will dump onto
machine and then lower lift arm completely down and out of the way. CAUTION: Operate unit on
as level and dry a surface as possible. Be sure no one is in the vicinity when lifting bales onto
table.

Pull film (see instructions earlier) to grabber hand and manually squeeze hand so it holds the film.

Rotate and wrap bale, (see previous instructions). If cut and tie grabber hand is adjusted properly, the
tail of the plastic will flip lever and open the hand.

When done wrapping, dump bale as previously instructed.

Rotate table so that the bale roll over bar is parallel to breast plate and pull dump handle slowly.
NOTE: If cut and tie is adjusted properly, the following will happen: Thegrabber, which is open, will
be under the films path to the bale and when you pull the dump handle the cylinder on the pre-
tensioner will activate and the lever will bring the film into the waiting open grabber hand. At this
time the table will begin to dump and the roll under the table will contact the flipper and activate the
squeezer hand, which will lock up and hold the film and cut the plastic on the bale side when the bale

rolls off.

Now raise the table back to the upright position and rotate 90 ° so that the roll over bar is opposite the
lift arm. NOTE: The grabber hand should be holding the film.

Pick up another bale and repeat the process.

MAINTENANCE & OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS (Cont.)

Lift Arm Frame & Tires -

* There are no grease fittings on this assembly. You should visually inspect all bolts to be sure they have not

loosened during operation.

Check bushings in the pivot assemblies. These may wear as the years go by. These should be replaced as
needed.

Adjust arm by pulling the pin and sliding the arm in or out as needed. You will want it as tight as the bale
will allow.

Wheel bearing should be repacked yearly or as required. NOTE: Tires are not high speed tires and should
not exceed towing speeds over 35 M.P.H.
